Streetcar Riot

August 4, 1919 in Muskegon, Mi. there was a riot involving the trolley cars due to
an increase in fare from six cents to seven cents.

A mob of approximately 1,000 people descended on the car barn at Franklin and-
Michigan Streets. While onlookers watched they started wrecking the streetcars. Some
were pushed over, rammed into each other and at least one car was burned. :

Between the hours of 10 p.m. and 3 a.m., when order was finally restored, the
mob had déstroyed 12 cars completely and damaged several others out of the 30 cars in

servwe and stored in the barn.

Only one death was recorded due to a young man jumping from a car and almost

severxng his leg.
